THE WRITING DIAMOND

It is important to begin your story with an
interesting or entertaining opening. Adding
dialogue, sound effects, a question, thoughts,
feelings or an action adds to the appeal and
invites the reader to read on.

GOOD
OPENING

Describe the setting. Use details that
enhance the 5 senses. Enable the
reader to visualize what you are
writing about. Use similes.

SETTING

BUILD SUSPENSE

Slowly, build up to the
climax. Try not to be
too predictable!

MAIN EVENT

Write about one event or character in detail. Describe feelings. Use figurative language.

ACTION LEADING TO SOLUTION

Use action, details and
feelings to bring an
understanding or a sense of
“closure” to the story.

SATISFYING
ENDING

Here you might include memories, the
decisions made and feelings. Remember to
relate the ending to the beginning in some way.
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
